Starbooks loyalty cards: 

The Starbooks loyalty cards were introduced as a fun way to encourage reading participation in school but 
we understand that not all parents can make these events. We have listened to parent feedback regarding 
the Starbooks loyalty cards, and really don’t want any children to ever feel left out so we are changing the 
way they will work in future.   

Children whose adults cannot make a Starbooks session due to work commitments etc will do a fun reading 
activity in the classroom with their teaching assistant.  There are usually about 6-8 children remaining each 
time which means there is plenty of scope to do a fun book review, act out scenes from a book or participate 
in different reading games.  In addition to this, every child will now receive a loyalty card and be able to 
collect points.  Points can be earned by either an adult attending Starbooks, or if a child takes a reading task 
home and completes this with their adult that evening.  When the completed task is returned, your child will 
also get a stamp on their reward card! This way all children will have the chance to receive a free book and 
everyone is encouraged to read.
